1. The United States Refugee Act of 1980 (Public Law 96-212) is an amendment to the earlier Immigration and Nationality Act and the Migration and Refugee Assistance Act, and was created to provide a permanent and systematic procedure for the admission to the United States of refugees of special humanitarian concern to the U.S., and to provide comprehensive and uniform provisions for the effective resettlement and absorption of those refugees who are admitted.
2. The main objectives of the act were to create a new definition of refugee based on the one created at the UN Convention and Protocol on the Status of Refugees, raise the limitation from 17,400 to 50,000 refugees admitted each fiscal year, provide emergency procedures for when that number exceeds 50,000, and to establish the Office of U.S. Coordinator for Refugee Affairs and the Office of Refugee Resettlement. Most importantly, it established explicit procedures on how to deal with refugees in the U.S. by creating a uniform and effective resettlement and absorption policy
3. IISTL was resettling refugees even before 1980 – Other Acts previously, such as 1921 and 1924 Immigration Act restricted number of immigrants allowed entry from any one county; most acts provided restrictions.
4. State’s resettlement agency unanimously supported IISTL’s application as RD

Seeking Resettlement�UNHCR refers only about 1% of all refugees for resettlement in a third country. Only when all efforts to either help refugees return home or settle permanently in the country of asylum have failed does third country resettlement become the option of last resort.

The following countries have resettlement programs: Australia, Canada, Denmark, Finland, the Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, Sweden, Switzerland, and the United States. Other countries accept individual refugees on an ad hoc basis.

Family ties, trade skills, professional abilities, language facility and various other factors are considered by UNHCR when matching a refugee with a resettlement country.

After being "medically cleared," a refugee must enter the US within 6 months

Pre-Travel Activities
- Impart that everyone in America is expected to be self-sufficient and that no refugee should be an undue burden to American society
- must complete several additional steps before traveling to the US. These activities are undertaken concurrently and can take from 2 months to 2 years to complete.

Medical Clearance
- medically screened by a health care professional working for the US government prior to coming to the US. 
- identifies medical conditions that require follow up or constitute a public health concern. A few serious conditions may render a refugee ineligible for entry into the US. A waiver is sometimes available to the refugee. 
- After being "medically cleared," a refugee must enter the US within one year.

Security Clearance
- The level of clearance needed depends on the refugee's country of origin. 
- Most refugees submit to a "name check" process whereby the refugee's name is checked against the FBI's database of known terrorists and undesirables and the State Department's database of people who have been denied visas to enter the US in the past.

Refugee vetting process
Screenings involve these government agencies and take up to 36 months
-Department of Homeland security
- Federal bureau of investigation
- Department of defense
- Department of state
- US intelligence community
- Department of Health and Human services
- Biometrics screenings, in-person interviews, health/medical screenings
- Prepping folks before they arrive: cultural orientation

Cultural Orientation
- Most programs emphasize the importance of self-sufficiency in American culture as well as what to expect in the initial resettlement phase. - Most refugees attend classes ranging in length from 3 hours to several days.
