Advocacy Centers (CACs)

What is a Child Advocacy Center?
CACs are safe and child-focused places that serve as the
foundation of the investigation and prosecution of child
physical and sexual abuse in Missouri. CACs coordinate the
multi-disciplinary (MDT) investigations of child abuse, providing
forensic, medical, therapeutic, and case management services
as part of a multidisciplinary response to child abuse
allegations.
Services provided at CACs: 

Forensic interviews
Victim advocacy to help families navigate the legal
response and access resources
Evidence-based mental health services
MDT case management
Sexual assault and physical abuse forensic medical
evaluations (some locations)
