Included in the case rate to these providers is funding 
for services such as counseling, funding to purchase 
items to meet the family's immediate needs and 
funding to purchase items on behalf of the child who 
has been removed from their home such as clothing.  

Performance outcomes were incorporated into these 
contracts with the expectation that contractors 
achieve these outcomes and they are reviewed and 
renegotiated at the time of the contract renewal.

What does this appropriation support? How many courts participate?

The Children's Division (CD) has Title IV-E contracts 
with certain juvenile courts or family courts.  The 
purpose of the contracts is to reimburse the court the 
federal match for children who are placed in the 
court's custody and in an out-of-home placement.  In 
order to qualify, CD staff must determine the child to 
be Title IV-E eligible and reimbursable.  This program 
brings federal dollars to the courts so that they can 
plan for the child and maintain their placement without 
placing the child in the custody of the Children's 
Division.

There are four contracts with juvenile or family courts Efficiency and Effectiveness Measure:
throughout the state.  CD has contracts with Boone 
County Juvenile Court (13th Judicial Circuit), 
Buchanan County Juvenile Court (5th Judicial 
Circuit), Jackson County Family Court (16th Judicial 
Circuit) and Bruce Normile Juvenile Justice Center  
(2nd Judicial Circuit).
